                 THE HEART OF CONVERSION 
 

Today’s scriptures bring us to the heart of the meaning of the Christian 
journey of conversion. Saint Paul sums it up beautifully: “Whoever is 
in Christ is a new creation: the old things have passed away” The 
Gospel passage, the parable of the prodigal son, shows us just what 
this new creation is like. It is all about reconciliation. Just as God 
removes the yoke of slavery from the shoulders of the Israelites see 
today’s first reading so, too, does the father in the Gospel remove the 
yoke of guilt and shame from the shoulders of his wayward son. That 
son first needed to turn away from his sin and seek out and ask 
forgiveness of his father. That is precisely what we have been doing 
during this season of repentance. We can only begin to imagine the 
kind of reconciliation feast that awaits us when we are embraced by 
our forgiving God. 
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Whoever is Christ is a new creation: 
the old things have passed away;
