HUMILITY 
The biblical virtue of humility often gets mistranslated in 
our world. Many think of humility as ongoing self-
effacement or even self-degradation. Humility, as the 
scriptures use it, is a sense of true self-awareness, of 
one’s capacities and abilities. A false humility is actually a 
kind of deceit, and is often a mask for the face of 
arrogance that lies beneath it. Thus Sirach today tells us 
not to seek what is too sublime for us, or to search out 
what is beyond our strength. We are called to have an 
awareness of what we are able to grasp, and with what we 
are strong enough to contend. Scriptural humility also has 
about it an openness to the goodness of others and what 
is best in them. That is why both Sirach and Luke’s Jesus 
instruct us not to deny our own self-worth, but to be 
ready to elevate and acclaim what is good or great in 
others. When we live this way, we are closer to 
understanding how God views all of us. We ought not 
place ourselves, but others, first. In living this humble 
way, we are living out of the heart of God, who is always 
ready to raise us up in honor at the table of the heavenly 
banquet.

 Many of you may have read in the press lately about 
the approval of the revised edition of the Roman Catholic 
Missal. The Missal contains the approved translation of the 
prayers and responses we use during mass. Throughout the 
history of the Church these prayers and responses have been 
revised occasionally in order to better reflect our faith. The 
most dramatic recent change of course took during the 
Second Vatican Council. However other changes have been 
made as necessary during the decades since. In the year 2000 
Pope John Paul II asked that the Church to once again look at 
the text of the Missal and determine if changes were in order. 
Since that time a number of international commissions have 
been working on this project. For the past several years 
specifically a group has been working on improving the 
English translation of the texts in order that they may more 
faithfully reflect the official text in Latin. These revisions 
have now been complete and the English translation has 
recently been approved by the Holy See. What does this mean 
for us? We will officially begin to use the new translations of 
our prayers and responses on November 27, 2011. So during 
the next 14 months with the help of resources from the Holy 
See, the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops as well 
as our own Diocesan Office for Liturgy we will adjust to 
these changes and become familiar with them. If you would 
like more information on what to expect I invite you to visit 
the web site for the United States Conference of Catholic 
Bishops (www.usccb.org) where a number of resources are 
available. I don’t believe that for most of us these changes 
will be very significant and I know that we as a parish will 
make any adjustments smoothly.  
 

 I was reminded of this joke recently and though you 
might enjoy it: The Pope met with his Cardinals to discuss a 
proposal from the Prime Minister of Israel. "Your Holiness", 
said one of his Cardinals, "The Prime Minister wants to 
challenge you to a game of golf to show the friendship and 
ecumenical spirit shared by the Jewish and Catholic faiths." 
The Pope thought this was a good idea, but he had never 
held a golf club in his hand. "Don't we have a Cardinal to 
represent me?" he asked. "None that plays very well," a 
Cardinal replied. "But," he added, "there is a man named Jack 
Nicklaus, an American golfer who is a devout Catholic. We 
can offer to make him a Cardinal, then ask him to play the 
Prime Minister as your personal representative. In addition, 
to showing our spirit of cooperation, we'll also win the 
match." Everyone agreed it was a good idea. The call was 
made. Of course, Nicklaus was honored and agreed to play. 
The day after the match, Nicklaus reported to the Vatican to 
inform the Pope of the result. "I have some good news and 
some bad news, your Holiness," said the golfer. "Tell me the 
good news first, Cardinal Nicklaus," said the Pope. "Well, your 
Holiness, I don't like to brag, but even though I've played 
some pretty terrific rounds of golf in my life, this was the 
best I’ve ever played, by far. I must've been inspired from 
above. My drives were long and true, and my putting was 
absolutely perfect. With all due respect, my play was truly 
miraculous." "And there's bad news?", the Pope asked. "Yes," 
Nicklaus sighed. "I lost to Rabbi Tiger Woods by three 
strokes. 
 

 "Well, the truth of the matter is that summer is 
drawing to a close and it is time for a number of our parish 
educational ministries to start back up again. Hopefully you 
are aware that we are in the process of taking registrations 
for our grade school religious education program as well as 
our Confirmation program for High School age youth and our 
R.C.I.A program for adults who are considering entering the 
Catholic faith.
